 Comprehensive intervention program

 Moving unhoused people living in their vehicles, 
into housing

 Confidential, safe and monitored on-going 
overnight parking

 A place where parkers feel welcomed and loved

Program Manager

 Coordinates the program

 Vets and approves parkers

 Provides case managers

 Assures security for site, insurance, and other 
participants accomplish goals of the program

Church Involvement

 Provide parking spaces for 5 to 10 vehicles during 
the night

 Provide accessible bathroom facilities

 Work with Program Managers to create rules of the
program

 Demographics of parkers

 Hours of operations

 Offer fellowship opportunities for parkers, such as 
volunteer meals, homework help, etc.
